Phillip Stephen Lively
Phillip was born in Amherst County, Virgina to James and Jean Richerson Lively in 1787.  He married Susan (Suzanna) Young, daughter of Rev. John Young.  They moved to Monroe Co. Virgina (W.Va.) where my Great-Great Grandfather Hiram Young Lively was born November 28, 1829. To Phillip and Susanna Lively were born eight children: Mary Jane, John James, Phillip, Lucy Ann, Hiram Young, Joseph, Nancy B., and Elizabeth who was born in the Republic of Texas.

In 1837, Phillip came to the Republic in search of land and opportunity. Upon returning to Tennessee, he recruited seven families to come to Texas by way of Hatchie and Mississippi Rivers on flatboats, an by team 12 miles east of  Nacogdoches, near Melrose.
The Board of Land Commissioners, Nacogdoches issued  unconditional certificate #39  for 1280 acres, on 4 May 1838 to Phillip S. Lively.  His son, John James Lively, recieved

2nd Class grant, #540 for 320 acres; which was granted to his heirs, an patented in July 1876, Travis Land District- Brown County.  Phillip Stephen Lively’s grant was established in 1850, by his heirs in Smith County.

Phillip Stephen Lively taught school in San Augustine County andJohn James Lively, served in the Texas Militia, Company 8, August 1838, Capt. R.W. Smith, commanding and Thomas J. Rusk, Major General, TM

John James passed away in San Augustine County, 26 December 1839 and his father
in Nacogdoches, County 1 February 1840.

Suzanna and the family then moved to “Bellview”-Rusk County, Texas.

Reverend Hiram Young Lively in 1881, settled in Dallas County near present day

I-30 and Gus Thomasson Road.  His son, Hiram Fitzgerald Lively, was Dallas

County Judge and Grandmaster of Masons of Texas.
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
