Isabella Shelby Crunk 1822-1906
Isabella Shelby Crunk was born in 1822 in Williamson County, Tennessee,  the daughter of John W. Crunk and Jerusha Corzine who were he married in 1821 in Williamson County, Tennessee.

About 1840 the Crunk family moved to Harrison County, Texas. Isabella’s father, John W. Crunk was born in  1787 in Henry County, Virginia and died about 1852 in Harrison County, Texas. Her mother was born in what became Cabarraus County, North Carolina and died in 1849 in Harrison County, Texas.

Isabella married Sampson McCown April 12, 1848 in Marshall, Harrison County, Texas. About 1855 the family moved to Hunt County where her husband engaged in farming and lived at various places in Hunt, Van Zandt and Collin County.

In 1890 Isabella, as the last living person in her generation, represented the heirs of her husband, Sampson and his siblings, in a court case involving a large amount of land previously owned by Alexander, one of Sampson’s siblings who died in 1854.
