      John Chalmers was born in Glasgow, Scotland on August 12, 1790.  He was a cousin of Dr. Thomas Chalmers, the noted Scottish clergyman.  He served in the Peninsular campaign under Wellington and at the Battle of New Orleans under General Pakenham.  About 1820, he emigrated to the United States, and married Lucy Spooner of Massachusetts in 1823.  He came to Texas in 1835, fought in the Texas Revolution, and served as a teacher and postmaster on the frontier.  He became a Justice of the Peace in Robertson County in 1838, and in Milam County in 1843.  He died in Nashville on the Brazos in 1846.
