Margaret Telford 1777-1852/5

Margaret Telford was born about 1777 in Chester County, SC to Joseph Telford who reputedly came from Ireland to South Carolina about 1772 and his wife who is thought to be Rachel Ellison.

About he year 1800 Margaret married one of her Chester County neighbors, Sampson McCown. They began their westward migration about 1801 when they moved to Wilson and later to Giles County, Tennessee.

Sampson served under General Jackson in the Tennessee militia during the War of 1812 when he fought in at least two battles with Indians in what is today Alabama. In 1815 the family moved to Tuscaloosa County Alabama and lived in Carthage, now called Moundville. After the family moved west the area they lived became Hale County.

Sampson died in 1829. In 1838 some of Margaret’s sons and sons-in-law went to the town of Montgomery, the then county seat of Montgomery County, Texas to prepare a place for their families. The families, including Margaret, moved to Texas in 1841.
Margaret lived with one of her daughter’s in Huntsville and died there sometime between 1852 and 1855. She is likely buried in an unmarked grave in the City Cemetery in Huntsville.
