“Martin Varner, Texas Pioneer 1785-1844”

Martin Varner migrated down the Mississippi River from Warren County, Ohio
and arrived at Jonesboro on the Red River in 1817. He married the daughter of a new
settler in 1818 and settled on the north bank of the Red River in present Choctaw
County, Oklahoma. This land was declared to be Indian Territory in 1820 and he was
among the 200 squatters who were evicted by US Army soldiers from Fort Smith. He
joined Stephen F. Austin’s first colony in 1821 to become one of the “Old Three Hun-
dred.” He settled on his league in Brazoria County in 1824 where he established the
first distillery in Texas in 1829.

He participated in the Battle of Velasco in 1832 and served on the Baggage Detail
at the Battle of San Jacinto on April 21, 1836. He returned to East Texas to settle near
Fort Lyday in Lamar County. In 1841, he moved south to become the first settler in
present Wood County.
